Section 1902(a)(10)(A)(ii) of the Social Security Act provides for the Medicaid coverage of children up to age 18 who meet the Family Independence (FI) program income and resource criteria.
The categorically needy coverage of certain persons in this group of eligibles was mandated by the Deficit Reduction Act (DEFRA) of 1984 (P.L. 98-369). This category of Medical Assistance Only (MAO) is termed Ribicoff.

South Carolina covers children up to age 19 at 200% of the Federal Poverty Level, which would include any children qualifying for Ribicoff.
